Learn2Light.com acts as a portal to various schools offering
programs in lighting design.

OUTREACH TO STUDENTS OF ARCHITECTURE 
The Trust Outreach program has successfully paired lighting
designers with over 20 universities around the world. These
designers act as ambassadors of the profession, and commit
their time, energy and expertise to building lasting and sup-
portive relationships with university architecture departments.

Ambassadors visit targeted schools and meet with key faculty,
give formal classroom presentations, make studio visits and
hold informal conversations with students.

DIRECT SUPPORT TO STUDENTS
Each year, the IALD Education Trust provides scholarships
directly to students for the purpose of promoting the study of
lighting design. In addition to this support, the Trust provides
stipends that enable students to attend key industry events,
seminars and conferences such as IALD’s Enlighten Americas
and Enlighten Europe conferences and LIGHTFAIR
International. 

GRANT TO ENHANCE
The $250,000 USD IALD Education Trust Grant to Enhance
Lighting Design Education was developed to provide the
continuity of five years of funding to a single educational
institution, thus enhancing architectural lighting design
education at the university level. In 2007, the Trust announced
the award of the $50,000 USD per year grant to Project
CANDLE: “Create an Alliance to Nurture Design in Lighting
Education,” at Pennsylvania State University administered by
Dr. Kevin Houser. The Trust hopes to raise funds to support
more such multi-year grants. Consistent funding for lighting
education is a critical factor in ensuring a strong and healthy
industry.

Conceived as an industry/university partnership to advance
lighting professions, the two principal objectives of Project
CANDLE are to increase the number of people that make light-
ing their vocation, and to ensure that coursework and educa-
tional experiences are responsive to industry needs such that
graduating students have the right set of attitudes, skills and
abilities for careers in lighting.
